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“Right now we have 32 chil-
dren waiting to receive a ‘Big’ of 
their own, and 28 of those chil-
dren are boys,” she said.

Independent studies, Strah 
said, have proven that the sup-
port offered by Big Brothers Big 
Sisters improves the odds that 
“Littles” will perform better in 
school, and avoid violence and 
illegal activities.

Although the Big-Little rela-
tionship officially ends when the 
child is 15, Ruth and Conrad 
stayed in touch through the 
years. 

After his enlistment, Conrad 
visited a few times while on 
leave from the U.S. Navy, but in 
the past 10 years communica-
tions between the two have been 
through e-mail and occasional 
phone calls.

Last month, just before retir-
ing after 20 years in the Navy, 
Conrad came back to Northeast 
Ohio with his own two kids for a 
week-long visit with Ruth.

As fate would have it, both 
men are now single fathers as 
custodial parents for their own 
children. And both believe 
they’ve learned parenting skills 
from each other.

“When we first got to know 
each other, I was in a hate-
mother mode and didn’t have 
much use for adults in general,” 
Conrad recalled. “When I first 
started with Mark, I thought 
we’d have to do this and do that 
and make plans for things all the 
time,”

That was also Ruth’s expecta-
tion, but soon the two settled 
into just hanging out — watch-
ing TV and making popcorn or 
playing football with the guys on 
Saturdays. 

Ruth, who also has remained 
in touch with his fellow orphans, 
believes that a lot of his own 
success in life is owed to “not 
getting caught up dwelling on 
woes and just keep moving 
ahead.” 

He relayed some of that think-

ing to Conrad as they spent time 
hanging out together. 

“The dynamics of our relation-
ship changed, and we came to 
depend on each other like real 
friends,” Conrad said.

“I shared my stories with 
Craig back then because I was at 
a stage in my own life when I 
was motivated to do what I was 
doing because of it,” Ruth said.

He recalls, as a young teen, 
looking through a fence around 
the orphanage and watching a 
football game between rival high 
schools. 

“I knew then that was what I 
wanted to do,” he said. “Thanks 
to some good people at the 
orphanage who went to bat for 
me, I ended up going to that high 
school, playing football, and 
later on getting financial aid to 
go to John Carroll University.”

Today he is the chief technol-
ogy officer for Pennsylvania-
based Wendall August Forge.

Conrad believes he learned a 
lot of his coping and survival 
skills from Ruth and also learned 
to be a better parent to his own 
kids.

“I’ve tried to keep structure, 
but to let my kids be what they 
want to be,” he said. 

Both men — and now their 
children — consider each other 
to be family.

“I’ve gotten as much from our 
relationship as Craig did,” Ruth 
said. 

“I feel like I’ve given back 
some of the benefits I’ve gotten 
from my own journey. And I’ve 
learned that everything you do 
helps build confidence and 
develop self-esteem, coping 
skills and empathy for others.”
